In Singapore, there are several ways for companies to increase their paid-up capital (PUC). Some common methods include:

Issue new
Shares

This can be done

through a rights

issue or a public
offering.

The company can
also issue bonus

shares to existing
shareholders,
which increases
the number of
shares outstanding
and therefore the
PUC.

Revaluation
of Assets
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By revaluing their
assets, such as
property, plant, and
equipment, it
results in an
increase in the
value of the assets
and, consequently,
an increase in the
PUC.

Capitalisation
of Profits
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Conversion of
Debt into
Equity

=
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This can be done
through a debt-to-
equity conversion,
where the
company issues
new shares to the
creditor in
exchange for the
debt owed.

Retained
Earnings
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By retaining their
earnings instead of
paying them out as

dividends, this

increases the
amount of capital

available to the

company.

File necessary paperwork with the
Accounting and Corporate Regulatory
Authority (ACRA) of Singapore. The
paperwork includes the increase in the
authorized capital and the allotment of
new shares to shareholders.

Deposit money
into bank account.

Call a shareholder's

meeting to pass a Pay the necessary
resolution. fees (dependent

on the amount of
the increased
capital) for the
increase in the
paid-up capital.

Update your
company's
documents such
as the
Memorandum

and Articles of
Association,
shareholder’s
register, and any
other relevant
documents.
